PARENT'S CODE OF CONDUCT, EQUIPMENT AND REFUND POLICY
It is the intention of this Parent’s Code of Conduct to promote Fair Play and Respect for all participants within NECYFL/PYFCL. It is expected that all parents of NECYFL/PYFCL participants read and understand the Parent’s Code of Conduct and continue to observe and follow all the principles contained within the Code throughout the year.  In order to uphold the goals of NECYFL/PYFCL and ensure that all participants have the benefit of a safe and fun learning environment, all parents, guardians and other adults and attendees of events, including but not limited to practices, competitions, and banquets, must behave accordingly in a respectful, courteous and sportsmanlike manner at all times.
PARENT’S CODE OF CONDUCT

· I will not force my child to participate in youth football and cheering.
· I will remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for youth, not adults.
· I will inform the Board of Directors and coach of any physical disability or ailment that may affect the safety of my child or the safety of others.
· I will learn the rules of the game and the policies of the league.
· I (and my guests) will be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or other sporting event.
· I will not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the health and wellbeing of the athletes.
· I will teach my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence.
· I will demand that my child treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.
· I will teach my child that doing one's best is more important than winning, so that my child will never feel defeated by the outcome of a game or his/her performance.
· I will praise my child for competing fairly and trying hard, and make my child feel like a winner every time.
· I will never ridicule or yell at my child or other participant for making a mistake or losing a competition.
· I will give constructive criticism during a private moment, never in front of other parents, players, officials, spectators, etc.
· I will emphasize skill development and practices and how they benefit my child over winning. I will also deemphasize games and competition in the lower age groups.
· I will promote the emotional and physical well being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire I may have for my child to win.
· I will respect the officials and their authority during games and will never question, discuss, or confront coaches at the game field or practice field.
· I will demand a sports environment for my child that is free from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and I will refrain from their use at all sports events.
· I will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team.
· I will provide any complaints in writing to the Board of Directors of any misconduct of any parents, coaches and/or volunteers of the league.
PARENT’S CODE OF PARTICIPTATION AT NECYFL/PYFCL EVENTS

Any adult who physically assaults an official, coach, volunteer, staff member or participant or threatens grave bodily harm, NECYFL/PYFCL Football holds the right to evict the offending parent from any field, gym or site where NECYFL/PYFCL holds any program, league or nationally sponsored event. In our zero tolerance policy, any offense deemed serious will result in banishment from the league indefinitely (with no fee’s refunded) along with a restraining order filed with the local Police Department where incident occurred.

Any adult who is using alcohol, tobacco or non-prescription drugs and/or appears intoxicated at a NECYFL/PYFCL event, and/or who is flagrantly rude, attempts to intimidate, verbally abuse, heckles, taunts, ridicules, boos, throws objects and/or uses vulgarity or profane language/gestures with an official, coach, volunteer, staff member, participant or other event attendee, must receive a verbal warning and/or be asked to leave a NECYFL/PYFCL event.
All participants will follow the direction of any coach and the philosophy of the team that he/she is a member of. There are NO PARENTS ALLOWED ON SIDELINES during any NECYFL/PYFCL event unless they are volunteer or chain crew. Any excessive parental sideline coaching or interference to a said member of a football or cheering team will result in dismissal from the program with no fee refunded. Coaches are there to coach, Players to play, cheerleaders to cheer and parents to support.

PENALTY

The Board of Directors will investigate any misconduct and provide a written warning to the individual regarding the misbehavior if necessary. The Board of Directors will decide if the violator may be banned from any and all NECYFL/PYFCL events for one year from the date of the offense, and their children may also be removed from any and all NECYFL/PYFCL programs for that same period of time. After the ban has expired, if the individual commits another offense of the adult code of conduct, the individual will be permanently banned from any and all NECYFL/PYFCL events and the individual’s children may also be permanently removed from any and all NECYFL/PYFCL programs.

EQUIPMENT RESPONSIBILITY 

I agree to assume full responsibility for any and all equipment/uniforms loaned to the above named participant and I agree to promptly return, upon request, the uniform and other equipment issued to the above named participant in as good condition as when received except for normal wear and tear. If I fail to adhere to this policy, I will be responsible for the replacement cost of such equipment. 

REFUND POLICY 

Request For Refund letters will be considered only for MEDICAL REASONS. A written signed PHYSICIAN'S STATEMENT MUST accompanies the Refund Request letter. The Physician's contact phone number must also accompany this request. 

ABSOLUTELY NO REFUNDS OTHER THAN FOR MEDICAL REASONS REFUNDS WILL BE PROCESSED WITHIN 4 WEEKS AFTER SUBMISSION. 

Date of Submission shall be determined as to the date received by the Treasurer.
RULES & REGULATIONS
